At the hearts of the plans is the a proposed new central site for a
public standard kitchen. This would require the development of a new
toilet block.

Plans to divide up the space in a flexible way in the lower hall were
also discussed, as were the provision of storage and a quiet space
for before and after Sunday services and a creche.

Much comment followed and it became clear that those present felt
that there was much in the plans to commend.

Alan commented that the detail would go on the church website for
people to continue to consider what has been suggested and to
make further comment.
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
